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Supplemental Figure S2: Staging of RP; intra-retinal pigmentation: Six-stage system, encompasses preclinical; Stages 0 and Stage I (not shown in the diagram; the retina looks normal) and clinical stages (Stage II to Stage V) as shown in the diagram. Figure S2A and B demonstrate intra-retinal pigmentation at various clinical stages and are presented in a sector of the retina for illustration purposes. The vascular arcade is an important landmark that differentiates between the early stages of the disease (Stage II and Stage III), and the late stages (IV and V). In stage II, (Figure S2 A; superior sector); Intra-retinal pigmentation is confined to the mid-periphery of the retina. Stage III: (Figure S2 A; inferior sector); intra-retinal pigmentation spread in a concentric fashion reaching the vascular arcade. Stage IV: (Figure S2 B; superior sector), further progression of the disease leads to the spread of intra-retinal pigmentation into the macular area inside the arcade but sparing the fovea. Stage V: (Figure S2; inferior sector), the intra-retinal pigmentation involves the whole retina including the fovea. 
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
