Please find attached  the invited original paper entitled "Prognostic value of resistance proteins in plasma cells from multiple myeloma patients treated with bortezomib" designed for the publication in the Journal of Clinical Medicine (section of
“Hematology”). This  is the second from the invited papers.(The invitation is attached below.) In this article we present the results of  comprehensively evaluated proteins in plasma cells isolated from bone marrow of 39 multiple myeloma patients treated with bortezomib based  regimens. We determined the expression of the POMP, PSMB5, NRF2, XBP1, cMAF, MAFb and ACTB proteins, using enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (ELISA). The proteins were selected on the basis of previous laboratory and clinical studies in bortezomib treated MM patients. The expression of some proteins correlated with progression free survival (PFS) and overall survival (OS). In particular, PFS was significantly longer in patients with lower expression of cMAF (p=0.0049) and ACTB (p=0.0074). In addition, OS was longer in patients with lower expression of POMP (p=0.043), and ACTB (p=0.03), and higher expression of MAFb (p=0.035) in MM cells.
